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This bibliography was compiled by consulting the Journal
Contents Database provided by the National Institute of
Informatics and the English studies yearbook Eigo Nenkan
(Tokyo: Kenkyusha) for the years 1998, 1999, and 2000,
supplemented with additional entries from other lists.

As a continuation of "Current Conrad Bibliography in Japan,
1995-97" which appeared in Newsletter, No. 4, the present
list includes some 1997 entries that slipped our attention.

This bibliography includes Conrad studies published in
Japan as well as publications by Japanese researchers overseas.
